Unfortunate if it wasn't for the connector
hole at the bottom you wouldn't have to
strip it all down so far, but it only relies
on a thin rubber seal which could
probably be better, anyway, might as
well do a thorough job whilst you've got
it out.

From what I can see the crucial part is
to seal between the clear cover and
bottom casing. Use plenty of silicone
between where they overlap should do
the trick, you might also do well to hide
a sachet of silica gel inside somewhere,
you know the sort that comes in a little
paper bag with electrical goodies to keep
them dry.
